2010 Hamilton Mini-Indy Racing Series Schedule  

 
Welcome to the Canadian Rookie Karting Championship : 
 
On behalf of Cameron Motorsports Inc. (CMI) and Formula 1 Kart (F1K) I would like to welcome you to the Canadian Rookie 
Karting Championship (CRKC). The CRKC is a professionally organized racing series for rookies/beginners in a program where 
everything is provided including the new F1K High Performance Racing Kart (shown below).  
 
We are looking for new race fans (no experience required) of all age groups to race in the Canadian Rookie Karting Championship 
Series. Our youth racing series is for 8 to 12 years of age, teen series is for 13 to 18 years of age, Adult series is for 19+ ages and 
our Master series for 35+ ages. 
 
This racing program recognizes and develops the next Superstars in the World of Motorsports within Canada, and Cameron 
Motorsports works closely with ASN Canada FIA to help foster the growth and development of a true ladder system within 
motorsport racing. ASN Canada FIA is Canada’s sporting authority and sanctioning body that oversees Motorsports in Canada 
including the Formula 1 Canadian Grand Prix and the Champ Car events in Toronto and Edmonton. Each year our Program offers 
Racing Scholarships to talented CRKC members to represent Canada on the Cameron Motorsports Canadian National Racing 
Team.  
 
Racing is scheduled on a bi-weekly basis which means you race once every 2 weeks starting in April until the end of September 
with the overall Championship being held in October. There is a total of 12 schedules to choose from (Racing is scheduled every 
day except Thursday’s and Monday's). Each schedule consists of a total of 15 events (once every 2 weeks) including 1 
Orientation Day (On Track Training), 2 Exhibition Racing Events (non-point events), 10 Racing Events (for seasonal championship 
points) and 2 Semi-Finals that runs from April to September. Each event runs about 2.5 hours in length and consists of 
approximately 3 Practice Sessions, 1 Qualifying Session and 1-20 Lap Feature Race (subject to change). A complete version of 
the 2010 Racing and Practice Schedule is available on MiniIndy.ca for your review. 
 
Important Information: 
 

1. The $99.99 registration special is being offered to  the first 100 new participants . Please note that the normal 
registration fee is $199.99. 

 
2. Everything is provided including the high performance racing kart, track time, damages, fuel, tires, pit crew, mechanic, 

licensing and training. Speeds up to 50 MPH on a Pro 1.5 Kilometer Road Course Racetrack.  
 

3. All racing events are approximately 2.5 hours in length with each event consisting of 3 Practice Sessions, 1 Qualifying 
Session and 1 Feature Race for Seasonal Championship Points (subject to change). The cost per event is $50.00 all 
inclusive (no hidden fees).  

 
4. Please note Helmets are provided and all members are required to purchase a neck/helmet support for $39.99 (regular 

price $59.99). This is a mandatory piece of safety equipment.  
 

5. All members will be issued a 2010 Photo Racing License for $10. This Photo Racing License must be presented at 
registration at each and every practice or racing event in 2010. 

 
6. The CRKC provides everything required for you to go racing with the understanding that all participants must dress for the 

weather with no exposed skin. Running shoes, long pants (i.e., jeans - no track pants), gloves (any type of glove) and a 
thick-lined jacket must be worn (i.e., jean or leather - no hooded jackets). 

 



7. Participants must take safety very seriously and understand that this is professional racing program for beginners of all 
ages.  

 
8. New 2010 F1K High Performance Karts are provided as shown below with a 6.5 Honda Racing Engine for all racing class 

except for the Youth series where we race 5.5 Honda Racing Engines:
